Quinte Health Care (QHC), Belleville General Site, Belleville Ontario is seeking a MEDICAL ONCOLOGIST.  We are offering a fully funded position through the Ontario Medical Oncology Association.  You will have the unique opportunity to work in a Community Hospital Ambulatory Oncology Clinic as well as a Regional Cancer Care Centre at the CCSEO.  Your link to the CCSEO will also allow you to be involved in an academic cancer program with teaching and research opportunities in affiliation with Queen’s University.

At the Quinte Health Care Belleville site you will work in our new state of the art ambulatory oncology clinic which is currently being built.  You will be surrounded by a staff of experienced nurses, pharmacists and our present resident medical oncologist.  Our center offers access to a multidisciplinary environment with on site diagnostic services including MRI Imaging.

Each QHC site is connected to and supports the others; all are focused on providing quality, family-centered care. QHC is in partnership with Cancer Care Ontario and with the Cancer Centre of Southeastern Ontario (CCSEO). Both centers are separated by a distance of 90km. The CCSEO is a comprehensive academic cancer program providing state-of-the-art care to over 500,000 residents within the area which includes radiation and systemic therapy, palliative medicine and supportive care and clinical trials.  Strengths of the program include unique academic and research opportunities in affiliation with the Queen’s University Cancer Research Institute (Divisions of Cancer Biology and Genetics, Cancer Care and Epidemiology and Clinical Cancer Research), and with Cancer Care Ontario and affiliation with Queen’s University Faculty of Health Sciences School of Medicine. Undergraduate and postgraduate medical education is part of the centre’s activities.
