The Cross Cancer Institute, operated by Alberta Health Services, Cancer Care and affiliated with the University of Alberta, is the comprehensive cancer treatment and research facility serving Edmonton and Northern Alberta.  Medical staff of the Institute are members of the Division of Medical Oncology, Department of Oncology in the Faculty of Medicine and Dentistry.

We presently have 20 medical oncologists who are site specific and program oriented, working in multi-disciplinary teams.  We work in conjunction with 25 radiation oncologists and  colleagues in cancer pathology, surgical oncology, oncological imaging and gynecological oncology. In addition there are programs in drug development, phase II and phase III trials,  pharmacogenomics, tumor profiling and imaging. .

The successful candidate will have an appointment at the appropriate level in the Faculty of Medicine and Dentistry at the University of Alberta.  The Department of Oncology consists of more than eighty members and has seven divisions:  Medical Oncology, Experimental Oncology, Medical Physics, Palliative Medicine, Radiation Oncology, Oncologic Imaging and Surgical Oncology. 

Our Experimental Oncology division includes 16 investigators and graduate and post graduate training programs with an emphasis on translational research.  We have a 40,000 square foot research wing with multi-user facilities that include flow cytometry, confocal and video imaging microscopy, automated DNA sequencing, protein isolation, recombinant DNA technology, microarray technology, and small animal experimentation.
